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Preface

The purpose of this project was to chronologize the history of peace and justice at Vassar
College from its founding in 1861 (and before) to the spring semester of 2025. We looked at
three parameters for assessing whether an event fit into the timeline, guided by Swarthmore
College’s framework for Peace and Conflict Studies. First, Vassar’s pedagogical evolution
towards peace, justice, and conflict studies. Second, Vassar’s engagement with local and world
affairs, including protests, fundraisers, and teach-ins. And third, Vassar-specific institutional
social change. We focused on where Vassar students, faculty, and administrators furthered peace
and justice on campus.

To do this, we looked through various on-campus publications, including Vassar’s student
paper of record, The Miscellany News; Vassar, the Alumnae/i Quarterly; A Documentary
Chronicle of Vassar College; The New York Times; The Poughkeepsie Journal; and various other
student publications, including The Vassar Chronicle, Unscrewed, Vassar Spectator, and
Womanspeak. We also interviewed multiple Vassar professors and staff members for their
expertise on College history.

Looking over the timeline of this slice of Vassar history, a few broad trends become clear.
Since the 1850s, Vassar students, faculty, and administration have participated in a robust history
of furthering peace and justice on campus with local, national, and international focuses.
Students and faculty have struggled for greater peace and justice on their campus, including
student protests that led to an Africana Studies Department and advocacy for campus workers’
labor rights. Over many decades, students have been vocal activists for national and international
causes like abolition and female suffrage, as well as opposition to the Vietnam War, South
African apartheid, the War on Terror, and peace and justice in Palestine/Israel. The college has
also been a site of lecturers like W.E.B. Du Bois, Angela Davis, and Edward Said, as well as
conferences and festivals like Multicultural Awareness Week and Hunger Action fasts whose
proceeds went to international famine relief.



1850s

e 1851: John Bolding, escaped South Carolina enslaved person turned Poughkeepsie tailor,
is kidnapped back to South Carolina following the Dred Scott v. Sanford decision.
Matthew Vassar and other Poughkeepsians raise about $2,000 to free Bolding and bring

him back to Poughkeepsie, where he lives out the rest of his life peacefully.’

1860s

e 1861: Vassar College is established.

e 1865: Vassar College opens to accept its first class.

e 1867: Wendell Phillips, abolitionist, orator, and president of the Anti-Slavery Society,
gives a speech at Vassar on “Street Life in Europe.”™

e 1868: Anna Elizabeth Dickinson, abolitionist, suffragist, and Quaker, gives a speech at

Vassar on “Idiots and Women.””

1870s

e 1872: Students are successful in convincing the trustee lecture committee to let
abolitionist Wendell Phillips give a lecture on “The Lost Arts.”™

e 1876: Thomas Wentworth Higginson, minister, abolitionist, commander of the first
African American regiment during the Civil War, and a post-war advocate for the rights
of freed enslaved people and women, gives the Founder’s Day address on “Common

Sense in the Study of History.”
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e September 1876: The Democratic Club, the first political club at Vassar, is established.
The group encourages the “disenfranchised to use their indirect influence to elect”

Samuel Tilden in the 1876 presidential election.’

1890s

e 5 June 1898: Vassar President James Monroe Taylor talks about the Spanish-American
War at his baccalaureate sermon, granting that while war may bring out certain “noble,
heroic elements” in human nature, war is generally wrong and that “the pulpit should
uphold the Gospel of Jesus, which is peace and not war.””’

e February 27-March 3, 1899: Suffragist and writer Harriet Stanton Blatch gives a series of
lectures on “The Economic Position of Women,” concluding that it is essential that

women should be offered the “same, manual education” as men.?

1900s

e 19 March 1909: Suffragists hold a meeting on campus, which is organized by Vassar
students.’

e 24 April 1909: Suffragist students effectively circumvent the ban on suffragist meetings
imposed by President James Monroe Taylor. They follow the ban to the letter, hosting no
meeting and giving no speeches, instead gathering students for a tour through multiple
rooms featuring wordless pictures supporting women’s suffrage. One student in each

room is given the task of yelling out what each scene represented. '’

1910s

e 17 November 1911: Vassar alumna Inez Millholland ‘09 gives a speech in Poughkeepsie

on two reasons for women’s suffrage. A large number of Vassar students and some
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faculty members attend.'!

e 22 April 1912: Students hold a mass suffrage meeting on campus, with the permission of
President Taylor. Earlier in April, 478 Vassar students had signed a petition calling for a
mass suffrage meeting."

e 3 March 1913: Vassar alumna Inez Millholland *09 leads a women’s suffrage march in
Washington, D.C."

e | December 1914: The administration gives permission for a student Women’s Suffrage
Club to be created."

e 1915: The Vassar Socialist Club is formed, as part of the Intercollegiate Socialist
Society. "

e March 1915: Vassar students pitch in to the effort by the Poughkeepsie committee of the
Commission for Relief in Belgium, and help in gathering 3,000 pounds of food to be sent
overseas.'®

e 30 December 1915: Thirty Vassar faculty members sign and send a petition to President
Wilson, urging him to cut diplomatic relations with Austria and Germany.'’

e 15 December 1916: Students raise, as a Christmas gift, $4,600 for Edith Wharton’s
tuberculosis hospitals in France, as well $2,000 for ambulances overseas.'®

e | February 1917: Mrs. Henry Noble MacCracken, wife of Vassar President MacCracken,
creates (with the help of the Poughkeepsie YWCA and the Christian Association) a
community center for underprivileged children. Upon its opening in downtown

Poughkeepsie, 140 children (over 100 more than expected) line up for its first day."
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e 1918: Shortly before the end of WWI, the Vassar Training Camp for Nurses is established
with the purpose of preparing, in the words of Minnie Cumnock Blodgett, “a battalion of
women to do that war and peace work for which they are most needed....”*

e 1918-19: The Vassar Relief Unit, made up of Vassar students and alums, goes to
Savenay, France, to work across eight Red Cross Recreation Huts “for convalescent
soldiers at the American Base Hospital Center.”?' In Verdun, France, they provide shelter
and aid for those displaced by fighting in World War I. The Vassar women feed children
and the greater community and employ young French women as part of an effort to
empower the French to save themselves.*

e March 1919: The Vassar Relief Unit establishes a dispensary and milk station in Verdun,
France, to provide support for children, old people, and other vulnerable people affected
by the war. They called it “La Goutte de Lait.”*

e 19 March 1919: A number of Vassar professors and admissions officers convene to
discuss the college’s policy on accepting Black students. They decide they have no
specific policy regarding Black applicants, and the meeting ends with the secretary being

instructed to accept one of the Black applicants, Ellen Love. She graduates in 1927.%

1920s

e 14 April 1924: An anonymous donor gives the college $10,000 to fund an “international
peace scholarship” for foreign students.”

® 26 April 1924: Frank Tannenbaum, Austrian-American sociologist, criminologist and
historian, gives a talk on the conditions in Mexico, focusing in part on the importance of

prison reform. He talks about how the then-government of Alvaro Obregén has been
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effective in restoring peace, and condemns a recent rebellion against the Obregén

government.*®

o 14-20 June 1924: The Institute for a Christian Basis of World Relations comes to Vassar,
bringing with it over 200 delegates from different countries and organizations including
the YWCA, the American Association of University Women, the Foreign Policy
Association, and the League of Women Voters. There are no scheduled speeches and the
topics of discussion are left up to the delegates.”’” Among the topics chosen are “Race
Relations in the United States,” “The Immigration Policy of the United States,” “The
Outlawry of War as a Way to Peace,” and “The Humanitarian Problems of the World.”**

e 30 October 1924: A. C. Harte gives a lecture on the new British Mandate system in
Palestine, explaining that Palestinians and Syrians have no self-determination but
overwhelmingly desire self-rule.”

e 13 November 1929: Ameen Rihani, a Syrian publicist and poet, gives a lecture

advocating for pan-Arabism as a solution to colonial rule in Iraq, Palestine, and Syria.*

1930s

® 1930: Vassar Professor of History Louise Fargo Brown and Wells College Professor of
History Louise Ropes Loomis establish the Berkshire Conference of Women Historians
to combat discrimination against female historians at conferences and in the historical
discipline at large.’!

o April-July 1930: In April, the Argentine-American Cultural Institute establishes a

scholarship for an Argentine woman to go to Vassar.”? On 1 July, the scholarship is
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awarded to Sefiorita Telma Recia, MD, so she can do postgraduate studies on social

welfare, “especially in regard to delinquency among children.”

e 19 April 1930: W.E.B. Du Bois, a civil rights activist, historian, sociologist and educator,
lectures on “Racial Segregation.”*

o 22 April 1931: Arthur Garfield Hays, American lawyer and co-founder of the ACLU,
gives a lecture on the “Martyrs of Justice.”*

e | March 1934: In a statement from the New York League of Women Voters, President
MacCracken endorses the ratification of a federal child labor amendment. Regulations at
the time were set to expire with the closure of the National Recovery Administration,
originally established as part of the New Deal.*

e 13 April 1934: President MacCracken leads 500 students through the streets of
Poughkeepsie for a peace march, carrying banners with slogans like “Why War?”, “We
Want Peace,” and “Teach Peace to Your Boys.”’

e 19 February 1935: Eighty Vassar students attend a meeting in Albany to oppose a bill
aimed at repressing student activism and so-called radicalism. There is also a mass
meeting of 500 students on campus opposing the same bill, and more than 1,000 students
sign a petition hoping to defeat the bill.*®

e 18 April 1935: Students join the Amalgamated Clothing Workers of the Werber Coat
factory in Beacon, New York, in picketing and striking. Students sing songs, join the
picket line in shifts, and make and carry placards supporting the strikers in their attempt

to gain better working conditions.*
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9 December 1936: Conrad Hoffman gives a lecture on the rising tensions in Mandate
Palestine due to European Jewish immigration under the British, and Zionism’s goal of
establishing a Jewish state.*’

27 December 1937: The third annual convention of the American Student Union takes
place at Vassar. Students adopt “a peace program which calls for collective government
sanctions against aggressor nations.” They also call for “concerted government action to
stop aggression and restore peace,” a withdrawal of U.S. troops from abroad, and for the
Ludlow Amendment (an amendment which would require a national referendum before
the U.S. government could declare war) to be more seriously considered. Delegates also
vote unanimously in favor of boycotting Japanese goods.*!

15 January 1938: Salvador de Madariaga, a Spanish historian, diplomat, and author gives
a lecture called “A Plea for Aristocratic Government” on his lecture circuit around the
country, denouncing Francisco Franco’s fascist government. Earlier in the 1930s, he had
fought for a reduction of arms worldwide as part of his duties working for the League of
Nations.*

16-24 August 1938: The Second World Youth Congress is held at Vassar, hosting over
500 delegates from 18 international organizations and 52 countries. The American
delegates come to a unanimous agreement on a seven-point program for world peace.*
At the conference students sign the Vassar Peace Pact, which condemns war, pledges to
build a “spirit of unity and collaboration between the youth of all nations” and to do all
they can to avoid aggression between nations.*

1 January 1939: Over winter break, Vassar students raise most of the $2,400 they need to

provide scholarships for two Jewish refugees to attend the College the following
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academic year. The College also decides to give a then-current Austrian refugee student a
scholarship for the spring semester of 1939.%

e February 1939: Vassar faculty fight for refugee scholars to be invited to the College, and
the Board of Trustees approves this plan. Twenty scholars take part in this program
between 1939 and 1943.%

o 20 April 1939: Vassar conducts its own “Peace Day” along with many other colleges in
the country. Both Vera Micheles Dean, a Russian-American political scientist, and

student Barbara Allen are speakers.*’

1940s

e September 1940: Christine Vassar, a distant relative of Matthew Vassar, comes to stay at
Vassar with the MacCrackens for the duration of the war despite being only thirteen years
old. She graduates from the College in 1947.%

e 15 November 1940: Herbert Hoover, former president of the United States, gives a
speech at Vassar on “The Food Situation in Europe.” He makes an appeal for overseas aid
to the small democratic countries of Holland, Norway, Finland, Belgium, and Poland,
which he states are set to face starvation in the following winter or spring. He also
entreats Germany to not interfere with this aid. His speech is broadcast nationwide by
WABC.*

e February 1941: Vassar students are among the 350 students nationwide who sponsor the
“Youth Petition to Congress” asking for full support to be given to those fighting Nazism

in Europe.”
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e 1941: Vassar students raise $12,000 for war relief.’!

e 18 November 1942: Students decide not to hold a senior prom in the spring, and the
sophomore class uses money raised to buy class rings for war bonds instead.*

e 24 April 1943: Vassar students and faculty raise $9,000 to buy war bonds and stamps.™

e 3 July 1945: Vassar hosts its first seven-day vacation for the Women’s Army Corps
(WAC), giving 100 women access to Vassar’s facilities. Another 600 come for vacations
later in the same summer. The WACs had worked during the war for more than two years
without any leave or days off.>*

e 20 February 1946: Sarah Gibson Blanding is chosen as the first female president of
Vassar College.”

e July 1946: Grace Harriet Macurdy, a professor of Greek at Vassar from 1893 to 1937,
receives the King’s Medal for Service in the Cause of Freedom from King George VI for
her work in British and Greek war relief.*®

e 30 July 1946: President Emeritus Henry Noble MacCracken becomes chairman of the
international conference of Jews and Christians held in Oxford, England, and leads the
American delegation there. The goals of the council and the conference are to “promote
understanding and good-will” and to address anti-Semitism, which the Archbishop of

Canterbury calls one of the “most disturbing features of the day.””’

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e 1948: Students host the first meeting of Vassar’s chapter of Students for Democratic
Action,’® a nationwide organization committed to the realization of economic security
and freedom for all by means of democratic planning.*

e 21 February 1949: President Blanding addresses the importance of increasing access to
financial aid and giving racial minorities more chances to attend Vassar. She reiterates
that Vassar does not discriminate based on “race, creed or color,” and would welcome
more applications from Black students.®” In June of the same year, Black student Ruth M.
Graham is accepted to the class of 1953 and earns a full academic scholarship.®'

e 2 December 1949: The director of the United Nations Department of Trusteeship, Ralph

Bunche, gives a lecture on “The United Nations Peace Effort.

e 12 December 1949: The Vassar Hillel Foundation holds its first meeting.®

1950s

1950
e 14 February 1950: In her third annual report, President Blanding urges students and
faculty to recognize the importance of academic freedom, even as the fear of the USSR
and communism rise. She affirms that all faculty at Vassar are loyal, and that suppression
poses a great peril to freedom. She denounces “the fallacious belief that ignorance of an
idea will forestall interest or sympathy.”**
e 15 February 1950: Vassar hosts a two-day forum on “The Non-Political Activities of the

United Nations.” The speakers are four women associated with the United Nations, and

during the Q&A segment Mrs. Franklin D. Roosevelt joins. The topics covered range

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from social welfare, to the Covenant on Human Rights, to migration and education. At
the end of the forum there is a screening of a short film on human rights.®

e September 1950: With the help of donations from students and money from trustees, four
displaced students from Latvia, Estonia, Hungary, and Yugoslavia are able to attend
Vassar on scholarship.®

e 13-15 November 1950: Vassar students raise over $16,000 in the Vassar Combined
Drive, slightly short of their $17,200 goal. The budget is decided by students, and funds
are raised for a variety of local, nationwide, and international organizations. The funds go
towards scholarships for Black and international students; the Hudson Shore Labor
School; and the Quaker peace and social-justice organization American Friends Service
Committee."”’

e 6 December 1950: Vassar students sign and circulate a petition declaring that war in
Korea is not inevitable, expressing concerns about the use of atomic bombs.%®

1951

e | May 1951: The head of the National Association for the Advancement of Colored

People, Walter White, gives a lecture on “Color Lines around the Globe.”®
1952

e 22 October 1952: The Miscellany News encourages students to consider voting for the
Progressive Party, emphasizing that the existence of third parties is important for the
flourishing of democracy. They list the program of the Progressive Party, which includes
an immediate cease-fire in Korea, negotiations to ban the use of nuclear weapons,

negotiations to stop the rearmament of Germany and Japan, supporting colonized

1953
e 3 December 1953: Two Vassar students go to the fifth Student Conference on United
States Affairs at West Point, where they talk about national security and world peace with
West Point students. The topics discussed include “The National Security Policy of the
United States,” “Internal United States,” “The Western World,” “East Asia,” and the
“Soviet Orbit.””!
1954
e 2 December 1954: Salvador de Madariaga, who first lectured at the College in 1938,
gives a lecture on “Peace and Liberty.”"
1956
e 19 November 1956: Vassar students succeed in raising $2,000 for Hungarian students
escaping to Austria following the 1956 nationwide uprisings for Hungarian freedom.”
1957
e 16-17 March 1957: Vassar’s Anthropology Club invites two Ghanaian students at other
U.S. universities to visit the campus in celebration of Ghana Day, the end of British
colonial rule in Ghana.™
1958
e 11 October 1958: President Blanding endorses the NAACP and is one of the sponsors for
an event run by the NAACP on 1 November 1958. Proceeds from the event go to the

NAACP’s National Legal Fund.”

1960

e 15 March 1960: Vassar students host a civil rights rally. Herbert Hill, NAACP labor
secretary, and Paul DuBrul, Democratic Socialist activist, both speak at the rally.”

e 23 March 1960: One hundred Vassar students protest segregation on Main Street in
Poughkeepsie, condemning the treatment of Black Americans in the South following the
Woolworth’s sit-in in North Carolina the previous month.”’

e 25 May 1960: Following a Civil Rights conference in Washington, D.C.,Vassar students,
with a group of 57 college students in New England, come up with five resolutions
pertaining to civil rights. Among other resolutions, they recommend that students boycott
and picket Woolworth’s stores, tell students to investigate and publicize discriminatory
policies, to work with established civil rights organizations, and to facilitate connections
with Southern students, including raising money for scholarships and legal funds.”

e 28 May 1960: The Vassar Student Aid Fund for Civil Rights holds a furniture sale to raise
money for students in the South who have been arrested while peacefully protesting the
Woolworth’s sit-in. The money goes to legal and scholarship funds for illegally arrested
students.”

e 30 June 1960: Vassar’s trustees withdraw the college from the National Defense Student
Loan Program following a March 18 petition signed by 600 students “as a protest against
its requirement that students submit a [sic] affidavit disclaiming communist ties.”®*

1961
e 13 December 1961: Tom Hayden, Southern Field Secretary of the Students for a

His lecture
launches ““a fundraising drive for the Southern Student Freedom Fund,” which will
“provide maintenance wages for the Student Non-violent Coordinating committee staff...
and... pay legal expenses of students arrested for protesting against illegal segregation.”®!
1962
e 15 February 1962: Two Vassar students attend the First Intercollegiate Conference on
Disarmament and Arms Control.*

e 1617 February 1962: Thirteen Vassar students go to Washington, D.C., to join the
Student Turn Toward Peace demonstration. At the demonstration, they promote
disarmament and protest the arms race and President Kennedy’s plan to resume
atmospheric testing of nuclear weapons.®

e 2 March 1962: Two folk singers, Dave Van Ronk and Roy Berkeley, perform a benefit
concert to raise money for the Southern Student Freedom Fund, a civil rights
organization.*

e 3 October 1962: In response to the Ole Miss Riot in Mississippi, sparked by the
attempted enrollment of Black student James Meredith at University of Mississippi,
Vassar students create the Vassar-Mississippi Action Committee. The Committee is
formed to (among other things) send a civil rights petition to Congress. They also plan to
write letters to Southern students and to “leaders of the Ole Miss student body stressing
the need for nonviolent action.” On 4 October, the Committee has a follow-up meeting to
implement these plans.®

® 19-21 October 1962: Four delegates from Vassar attend the Northern Student
Movement’s planning conference, concerning civil rights. The Miscellany News,

presumably citing the goals stated by the NSM itself, states that “the conference had three

functions: ‘to inform the delegates of the various programs the staff has developed and

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help them relate these programs to local situations; to involve the campus groups in
decisions concerning program priorities and staff mandates for the year; and to establish a
definite leadership on the campus and area level.””*

e 31 October 1962: President of Students for a Democratic Society Tom Hayden speaks at
Vassar on the role of the student in the Civil Rights Movement.*’

e 5 December 1962: Vassar students publish the first issue of their Civil Rights Bulletin,
featuring letters about the University of Mississippi and James Meredith. They create and
sell 250 copies.®

1963

e 20 September 1963: About 100 Vassar students attend a meeting to establish the Vassar
Civil Committee on Civil Rights.®

e 5 November 1963: Vassar’s chapter of Students for a Democratic Society and the Vassar
Committee for Civil Rights hold a fundraising drive “to gain contributions for the
registration of Negroes in the South.” This money is raised to help Black voters
overcome poll taxes, one of many barriers to voting.”

e 7 December 1963: Vassar hosts a Civil Rights Symposium titled “The Negro Revolt:
Contemporary Attitudes and Pressures.”"

e 15 December 1963: Vassar students march to the Bill of Rights Day Meeting at

Poughkeepsie High School, carrying signs and chanting freedom slogans. The event is

sponsored by the Vassar Committee on Civil Rights, and among the marchers are their

members, Students for a Democratic Society members, faculty, and their children.”

e February 1964: Following Vassar alumna Carole Merritt ‘62’s January arrest and
subsequent conviction due to helping with a voter drive in Mississippi, the College
refuses to take an official stance but encourages students to aid Merritt.”* The Vassar
Committee on Civil Rights sponsors a petition that gains 986 signatures and is addressed
to Attorney General Robert F. Kennedy, requesting “a federal investigation into the
‘harassment, intimidation and arrest’ of civil rights workers in Canton.”*

e 2 May 1964: Vassar’s chapter of Students for a Democratic Society plans to join a New
York demonstration against U.S. involvement in Vietnam.”

e 3 May 1964: Associate Counsel for the NAACP Defense and Education Fund, Constance
Motley, speaks on the “Present Civil Rights Struggle in the United States.” Motley was
the first Black woman to be elected to the New York State Legislature.”

e June—-August 1964: At least one Vassar student, Susan Finnel, goes to Mississippi for
summer break to teach at a Freedom School, a program sponsored by various civil rights
organizations including Student National Coordinating Committee and the NAACP.
Upon arriving back at Vassar, she details the violence facing Black people in Mississippi
as well as the volunteers. She tells The Miscellany that the parting words of a deputy
sheriff in Mississippi to her and other student workers were, “I’d like to kill you but I
can’t.””’

e 7-10 October 1964: Vassar students volunteer with the Voter’s League to collect
information about whether or not Poughkeepsie residents are registered to vote. They
give residents information about registering to vote, encouraging them to do so through

canvassing and phone banking. They also take on some tasks in the office of the Voter’s

League.”

e 11 December 1964: Vassar’s chapter of Students for a Democratic Society hosts a
meeting at which four students arrested and indicted for going to Cuba in defiance of a
government ban speak. They speak about their experiences getting to Cuba and what they
saw, and to conclude the program a short film made in Cuba is shown.'”

1965
o 20 February 1965: Vassar’s chapter of Students for a Democratic Society helps sponsor

an anti-Vietnam War protest, with a March down the Main Street of Poughkeepsie.'"!

e 16 February 1965: A professor at Briarcliff College, Dr. Stanley Millet, and a student at
Haverford College, Russel Stetler Jr., both speak on the role of the United States in the
war in Vietnam. Dr. Millet argues that the role of the United States should be re-examined
so that the conflict does not inevitably become an extended war. Stetler reiterates many
similar points and gives a brief overview of Vietnamese history, especially focusing on
resistance to the French and the signing of the Geneva Accords.'?

e April 1965: Student National Coordinating Committee (SNCC) worker Don Ross and
civil rights worker Gordon Wilcox speak with students about summer job opportunities
with SNCC and the Southern Christian Leadership Conference. '

e 27 April 1965: The Vassar Inquiry has its first meeting during which two Vassar
professors, Frederick Heath and Richard Willey, give speeches on the topic of Vietnam
before opening the floor to student discussion.'™

e 20 October 1965: The Vassar Committee on Civil Rights unanimously votes in favor of

ultimately end up sending $10/week, enough to cover his living expenses. They offer this

in exchange for information on the progress his efforts are making. The Miscellany News
states that “this will both involve Vassar students directly with the civil rights cause and
further it by sustaining one of its volunteers.”'*

1966
e 4 February 1966: Ira Grupper, the civil rights worker “adopted” by Vassar Committee on

Civil Rights, talks about the deplorable conditions in the South facing Black people and
civil rights workers like himself.'*

e 18 February 1966: The Vassar Committee on Civil Rights holds a conference titled
“Freedom How?” in which students ponder how to achieve freedom; whether it is
through the federal government or if much of it must be left up to independent
organizations, unions, and cooperatives. Howard Zinn gives the keynote speech.'”’

e February—March 1966: The Vassar Committee on Civil Rights runs a clothing drive for
the impoverished and striking workers of the Mississippi Freedom Labor Union. The
strike ultimately fails to secure workers’ demands.'*®

e 6 May 1966: Vassar hosts a Vietnam teach-in, at which “students, faculty and guests
listened, debated, argued and discussed for seven hours the many aspects of the current
dilemma in Vietnam.”'"”

e 5 November 1966: At a symposium on student protest, three speakers—William Sloane
Coffin Jr., Reamer Kline, and Marya Mannes—urge students to take action and protest

more.'!?
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e 21 November 1966: Three Vassar students attend a press conference on the National
Organization for Women (NOW), a newly formed group meant to finally secure equal
civil rights for women. In October 1966, history professor and chair of the department
Carl Degler was elected to NOW’s board of directors. Vassar President Alan Simpson has
membership in the organization, counting him among the 10 percent of male
membership.'"

1967
e 25 April 1967: William Sloane Coffin Jr. gives a lecture at Vassar on “Vietnam: Crisis of

Conscience.” In it he encourages students to participate in anti-Vietnam War activism
over the summer, adding that “we need an end to the teach in ... and a beginning of the
teach-out."'"

e 27 September 1967: The Vassar Faculty Committee for Peace in Vietnam holds its first
meeting, at which they focus on three areas of protest: “plans for campus activities such
as a teach-in or lecture series; regional activities including support of ‘peace-oriented
political candidates’ and cooperation with other peace groups at nearby colleges and in
the community; national action as part of the University Council.”!"?

® October 1967: The Vassar Committee on Civil Rights runs a drive to donate clothes to the
Wilkinson Home Fund, which go towards orphaned Black girls in the Wilkinson Home in
South Carolina, who “are forced to do without such things as paper, pens, soap, clothing,
shoes, and toothpaste.” The drive is successful, and students raise $120 in addition to the
clothes donated. They also plan to “adopt” students at the Wilkinson Home, and write to
them “as a sort of sister.”!"

e 3 December 1967: The College holds an intercollegiate conference on the Vietnam draft

in the chapel. Some students sign a statement which declares, “I do hereby declare that I

will knowingly aid, council, and abet any young man to refuse or evade registration or
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3 May 1967, https: ¢ 13.
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service in the armed forces of the United States.” This conference comes right before a
greater “Stop the Draft Week” taking place in New York on 5-8 December 1967.'"

1968

e January 1968: The Inter-collegiate Council (ICC), which includes Vassar students,
establishes the “Draft Counseling and Peace Information Center” in Poughkeepsie in
mid-January. The goals of the center “are to give information and answer questions about
the war in Vietnam, to act as a bookstore of left-wing publications, and to supply draft
counselling.”''¢

e January—February 1968: Assistant professor of sociology Martin Oppenheimer
establishes the Greater Poughkeepsie Liberal Club “to provide a political vehicle for the
‘peace and civil rights people’ who are not represented locally.” They adopt a resolution
in which they call for a halt on all U.S. bombing in Vietnam, negotiations with all
relevant parties in Vietnam, “a pledge to act only through international agencies to
rebuild Vietnam,” and (among other provisions) that President Lyndon B. Johnson not be
the liberal candidate for the 1968 election.'"’

e 7 February 1968: Student and faculty peace organizations merge to unify their message,
promote unity, and prevent the duplication of events. They plan to coordinate with Peace
Officers in Poughkeepsie to educate Poughkeepsie residents on the Vietnam War, among
other projects.''®

e 20 February 1968: William Sloane Coffin Jr. lectures on “Vietnam and the Draft: Crisis
of Conscience,” and arranges a symposium on “The New Morality.”'"”

e 16 April 1968: The Vassar Student-Faculty Peace Committee does a screening of films on

draft resistance. After the films, draft resisters and a presbyterian minister from Harvard
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lead a discussion.'®

e | May 1968: Twenty Vassar faculty and over 250 students write a letter to the president
of Columbia University, Grayson Kirk, condemning his response to student protests in
April 1968. This response involved calling in the police who used violence against
student and faculty demonstrators alike.'*!

e 7 April 1968: Vassar cancels classes for a memorial march in honor of Martin Luther
King, Jr. who was assassinated three days prior.'?

1969

® 1969: Vassar College goes co-educational.

e 20 August 1969: Milfred C. Fierce is named first director of Black Studies at Vassar.'”

e October 1969: President Alan Simpson endorses Vassar’s participation in the anti-war
moratorium, letting professors cancel class and students skip on 15 October. On 13
October he gives a speech condemning the war and encouraging President Richard Nixon
to withdraw U.S. troops from Vietnam.'**

e 1 October 1969: More than 150 Vassar faculty members and over 1,000 students sign an
anti-Vietnam War petition.'*

e 11 October 1969: President Simpson, along with many other U.S. college and university
presidents, signs a statement sent to President Nixon decrying the war and asking for a
quicker timeline for U.S. troops to be withdrawn from Vietnam. He writes on his own
behalf, and not the College’s.'*

e 14 October 1969: 500-odd Vassar students and some faculty members sing and march for

peace “in a candelight procession that went from dorm to dorm, and finally to President

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Simpson’s house and the chapel.” The marchers wear armbands in memorial of the over
40,000 Americans killed in Vietnam at that point, and after their march conduct a
memorial service in which anti-war readings and songs are shared.'?’

e 15 October 1969: Twenty-three Vassar men pledge to resist the Vietnam draft.'?®
President Simpson authorizes faculty to close classes for a day of moratorium in honor of
40,000 American troops dead in Vietnam.'?

e 24 October 1969: Thirty-eight Black Vassar students demonstrate in front of Alumnae
House during the Seven College Conference, protesting the “administration’s failure to
act on their recent demands.”"*°

e 30 October 1969: Thirty-four Black female Vassar students occupy Main Building to
demand, among other things, increased course listings on the Black experience, the
creation of a Black Studies major, and the hiring of more Black faculty. "’

e November 1969: Nineteen members of Vassar’s faculty draw up a petition declaring their
intention to boycott classes 13—14 November in opposition to the continuation of the
Vietnam War. In all, forty-four faculty members sign the petition, with another ten faculty
members signing an altered petition replacing the word “boycott” with “suspend.” By 13
November, eighty-one out of Vassar’s approximately 200 faculty members sign the
petition pledging to cancel classes the 13th and 14th.'**

o 1 November 1969: Vassar administration signs an agreement with the Students’
Afro-American Society.'*

e 13-14 November 1969: Faculty and students attend moratorium activities, as many

classes have been cancelled in protest of the continuation of the Vietnam War. Three

professors—David Schalk, Michael McCarthy, and Mel Rosenthal—give talks and lead

discussions concerning the war, the effectiveness of the moratorium, and other issues.'**

1970s

1970

e November 1969-February 1970: Students create a Women’s Liberation group.'*

e 17 February 1970: As part of Guaranteed Income Week, members of the student
organization Students for a Guaranteed Annual Income Now join a march by the New
York State Welfare Rights Organization demanding improvements to New York State’s
welfare program for low-income families. Demands include an increase in the annual
welfare wage, restoration of Medicaid cuts, an end to housing discrimination against
welfare recipients, the provision of food to low-income families instead of food stamps,
and free school breakfasts and lunches for low-income children. '

e 28 March 1970: A group of Vassar students and faculty named the Committee on IBM’s
Corporate Responsibility lobby for the passage of an anti—Vietnam War resolution at
IBM’s annual joint-stockholders’ meeting. The resolution calls for IBM to end all
contracts with the U.S. Department of Defense until all U.S. military troops and Central
Intelligence Agency personnel are withdrawn from Vietnam and the U.S. government
ceases all weapons and other military shipments to Vietnam.'?’

e 10-12 April 1970: Students put on a conference about women’s liberation.'*®

e 13 April 1970: In accordance with one of the demands of the 1969 Main Building
occupation, the College affirms that starting in Fall 1970, Kendrick Hall will house the
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Afro-American Cultural Center and serve as a residence hall for upperclassmen, as well
as Black students. While no house is allowed to be exclusively for one race, it is
presumed that largely Black students will live in Kendrick."’

e 16 April 1970: As part of a week-long event about current problems in the United States
entitled “The Week America Died,” discussions are led on the “Struggles of Blacks,”
“Struggles of the American Indian,” and “Struggles of Women.” Students, administrators,
and faculty all help facilitate the discussions.'*

e 25 April 1970: The Committee on IBM’s Corporate Responsibility hosts demonstrations
involving Vassar students, students from other Hudson Valley colleges and high schools,
and Poughkeepsie community members outside of a nearby IBM complex in protests of
IBM’s ties to the Vietnam War.'*! While usually working at 20-30 percent capacity on
Saturdays, the plant was closed ahead of the rally.'*

e 27 April 1970: Howard Levy, a member of the Health Policy Advisory Committee and
the Medical Committee for Human Rights gives a lecture, “Dissent in Military Service,”
in which he advocates for anti-war resistance within the U.S. military. Levy, a former
Army dermatologist, was court-martialed and served over two years of hard labor after
refusing to give first aid dermatology training to U.S. Army Special Forces troops headed
to Vietnam.'#

e 5 May 1970: President Alan Simpson signs a letter alongside thirty-six other college
presidents to U.S. President Richard Nixon condemning the U.S. invasion of Cambodia

and urging Nixon to immediately end the U.S. war in Southeast Asia.'*
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e 31 May 1970: Ten transfer students become the first men to graduate from Vassar. Many
students put peace signs on their commencement hats and wear white, scarlet, and black
armbands in protest of the Vietnam War; the peace symbols and armbands are sold for
$0.50 each by the Peace Commencement Funds, with funds going to peace candidates in
the coming November elections. Twenty graduating students refuse to attend
Commencement in protest. During her speech, Senior Class President Mary van Dusen
Savage 70 calls for a moment of silence for students, soldiers, and civilians killed on
both sides of the war. Feminist activist Gloria Steinem delivers the commencement
address, entitled “Living the Revolution,” on a future in which women do not accept the
societal lies of their inferiority to men.'®

1971

e 7 April 1971: The Student Government Association Senate overwhelmingly endorses the
People’s Peace Treaty, a joint peace treaty for ending the Vietnam War developed through
collaboration between U.S. and Vietnamese student organizations.'*®

e 17 April 1971: Vassar students help organize and participate in a march protesting the
U.S. war in Southeast Asia in Poughkeepsie.'*’

o 21 April 1971: South African Methodist Minister Gladstone Ntlabati, a member of the
African National Congress party, gives a lecture on “The Liberation Struggle in South
Africa.”'*®

e 4 May 1971: Feminist author Caroline Bird ’35 delivers a lecture, “Why Woman’s

Liberation?,” in which she identifies the feminist movement of 1971 as an “Age of
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Androgyny,” since it looks to upend traditional sex roles and define women primarily as
human beings, and only secondarily in gendered terms. This androgynous age is defined
by three things: 1. The relative youth of feminist activists; 2. The leaderless, grassroots
nature of the movement; and 3. A more liberated sexuality that has decentered men.'*

e 11 May 1971: Columbia University Professor of Law Telford Taylor and Princeton
University Professor of International Studies Richard A. Falk, both international lawyers,
present a lecture, “War Crimes: Who is to be Judged by Whom?”” Both professors agree
that the only way to effectively punish war crimes like the ones being committed by U.S.
troops in Vietnam is the establishment of an international penal code and war crimes
tribunal; both also advocate for the impeachment of U.S. President Richard Nixon.'*

e 30 May 1971: In her commencement address, New York City Commission on Human
Rights Chairman Eleanor Holmes Norton congratulates the Class of 1971°s generation for
undertaking women’s rights and anti-racism more thoroughly than previous
generations.'!

e 2 October 1971: Incoming Dean of the Faculty Barbara J. Wells pledges to “make a
conscious effort” to hire more female and Black faculty members because “these two
groups have been submerged, if I can use that word to describe two vastly different
experiences.”!*

o 7 October 1971: New York State Senator John R. Dunne, chairman of New York’s Senate
Crime and Correction Committee, lectures in support of prison reform in the wake of

riots at the Attica, New York, maximum security prison protesting inhumane treatment of

prisoners.'>

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e 14 October 1971: Black civil rights activist and Nebraska State Senator Ernest Chambers
delivers a lecture, “Black Political Liberation,” as part of Vassar’s Center for Black
Studies program.'>*

e 17 October 1971: The anti—Vietnam War group Committee to End the War hosts a lecture
by Ronald Young, a coordinator of the peace group Fellowship of Reconciliation and
founder of the Daily Death Toll Project. Young discusses how a lack of anti-war interest
is harming the anti-war movement despite widespread disapproval of the war.'>

e 19 October 1971: The Women’s National Abortion Action Coalition hosts a Mid-Hudson
Abortion Conference as part of its campaign to end all U.S. anti-abortion laws.'*

e 22 November 1971: The Trustee Committee on Women hosts an open hearing on
Vassar’s continued commitment to women’s education; it is almost universally
agreed-upon that the College needs a Women’s Studies program and must make greater
efforts to hire more female professors, who are currently about one-third of full
professors compared to nearly half of instructors.'’

® 16 December 1971: Marian Gray Secundy ’60, a former social worker and Family
Practice instructor at the Howard University College of Medicine, becomes the first
Black person elected to the Vassar Board of Trustees.'*®

1972

e 27 January 1972: Civil rights activist and sociologist Joyce Ladner delivers a lecture,
“Getting it Together—The Black Man, The Black Woman.”'*

e 9-15 April 1972: Students set up a week-long encampment on the front lawn of the IBM
plant in Poughkeepsie protesting the company’s role in the U.S. air war on Southeast Asia

and calling for an end to IBM military contracts with the U.S. government.'®
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e 11 April 1972: The Gay Liberation Front holds an organizational meeting to define the
scope and aims of the organization.''

e 1-7 May 1972: Linda Kinsey ’72 expands her senior biology thesis into the Vassar Sickle
Cell Anemia Testing and Education Program, the first sickle-cell anemia program for
Black Poughkeepsie residents, which identifies and tests residents vulnerable to the
disease. The project, sponsored by the Vassar Urban Center for Black Studies, includes
hematologists; the Albany State Health Department; Poughkeepsie media, ministers,
housing project managers, public and private schools, neighborhood centers; and Vassar
faculty, students, and community members. The project is supported in part by a “Sickle
Cell Benefit Weekend,” featuring performances by Earth, Wind and Fire and the
Princeton University jazz-rock group Blacklite.'®

e 11 May 1972: The Committee to End the War organizes a march from the Vassar Chapel
to Poughkeepsie City Armory in protest of President Nixon’s recent expansion of intense
bombing on North Vietnamese infrastructure.'®

e 7 October 1972: David Dellinger, a peace activist who helped secure the release of three
U.S. airmen held as prisoners of war (POWs) in North Vietnam, delivers a lecture on the
effect on U.S. society and culture of prisoners of war returning home. Dellinger argues
that the U.S. press has willingly refused to cover POWs’ anti-Nixon sentiments and
North Vietnam’s humane treatment of POWs.'®*

® 19 October 1972: Andrew Morlion, President of the International University of Social
Studies in Rome, Italy, gives a lecture on how peace was made in the past and how it will
be made in the future. He argues that peace has been fundamentally changed by the
creation of nuclear weapons because of the destruction that would be caused by nuclear

war. Morlion served as an intermediary between U.S. President John F. Kennedy and

11 “Gay Lib Plans Activities,” The Miscellany News, 14 April 1972,
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Pope John XXIII in their relations with Soviet Premier Nikita Krushchev during the 1962
Cuban Missile Crisis.'®

e 24 October 1972: P. Chike Onwuachi, Howard University Professor of Anthropology and
Director of the African Studies and Research Program, delivers the first lecture in the
Angela Davis Lecture Series, “Black Consciousness and the Liberation Struggle.”
Onwuachi declares economic, political, psychological, and spiritual control of Black
Americans worse than physical bondage. He advocates for Black people to create new
institutional processes to achieve Black liberation, as the prevailing white-dominated
processes have failed. The lecture series is sponsored by the Vassar Urban Center for
Black Studies.'*

e 1 December 1972: Imamu Amiri Baraka, Secretary-General of the National Black
Political Assembly and Chairman of the Congress of African Peoples, delivers the third
lecture in the Angela Davis Lecture Series, on his “unity without uniformity” principle
and its roots in African movements with many cultural diversities but common
revolutionary values. He argues that Black Americans have often splintered into various
parties and that they must unite under a durable political institution that serves the Black
community.'%’

e 13 December 1972: Nikki Giovanni, a poet and Assistant Professor of English at Rutgers
University, gives a poetry reading and discusses Blackness, students, and social activism.
In an interview with The Miscellany News the next day, Giovanni says, “When you think
about the fact that blacks built everything you see in America, when you think about what
we have done, then you know that we must reclaim it or destroy it, because its [sic] a

travesty of our heritage that we are allowing America to treat us this way.”'®

e 19 November 1973: Jonathan Kozol, an activist and public school teacher, calls on Vassar
students to attend the 1973 Thanksgiving Day demonstration in Boston in support of
United Farm Workers and free schools, calling it the “most important action against
racism this nation has seen in the last five years.”!"

e 8 December 1973: The Board of Trustees unanimously votes to continue the Office of
Assistant to the President for Black Affairs, formed as part of the settlement of the 1969
Main Building Occupation; the formation of an Administrative Committee for Black
Affairs is also considered. President Alan Simpson had attempted to abolish the office,
whose duties he said were adequately covered by other positions. Simpson’s attempt at
abolition was met by a condemnatory letter by Vassar’s Black faculty and staff; the
resignations of the only two Black faculty with doctorates; a protest of 130-200 students;
and a resolution by the Student Government Association criticizing the decision.'”!

1974

e | February—18 April 1974: The Anthropology Department and Changing American
Culture Program co-sponsor a series of events about the hardships Indigenous Americans
face. The events include films on the history of Anglo—Indigenous conflicts; a screening
of And the Meek Shall Inherit the Earth, a film made by the Menominee people of
Wisconsin on legal problems Indigenous people face, as well as a discussion led by Joan
Harte, a representative of the Menominee tribe; films and discussions contrasting
contemporary Indigenous ways of life and popular perceptions of Indigenous people; a

lecture by Alfonso Ortiz, an Associate Professor of Anthropology at Princeton University

e 12 February 1974: Audley Moore, the founder of the Black nationalist Republic of New
Afrika organization, gives the Angela Davis Lecture, “Nationalism.” In 1961, the
organization proclaimed its goals to be holding a nationwide referendum of Black
Americans about citizenship, petitioning the U.S. government for reparations for 400
years of enslavement, and establishing a Black nation in the Southeastern United
States.'”

e 5 April 1974: Martin Kilson, the first Black full professor at Harvard University, delivers
the Angela Davis Lecture, “Education.”'™

e 20 April 1974: Ewart Guinier, the founding chairman of the Harvard University
Afro-American Studies Department, gives the Angela Davis Lecture, “Survival in the
Seventies: Some Social Science Perspectives.”!”

o 26 April 1974: The Ad Hoc Committee on the Study of Women, a faculty group,
announces it will release a list of classes about women to be offered in the Fall 1974
semester.'”

e 2 May 1974: Angela Davis gives a lecture, “Racism and Repression in the United States,”

to an audience of some 1,800 students, faculty, and Poughkeepsie community members.

She discusses building a new radical coalition dedicated to ending repression in the

e February 1977: The College forms a Sub-committee on Race Relations as part of a new
Committee on the Quality of Residential Life. The sub-committee’s goal is to improve
general race relations on campus. Another sub-committee is formed to give
recommendations about the organization and programming of the Afro-American
Cultural Center.'”®

e 24 February 1975: Marie Tarver, a local activist and the first Black member of the
Poughkeepsie Board of Education, lectures on urban problems in Poughkeepsie.'”

e 4 April 1975: Harvard University nutritionist and hunger researcher Jean Mayer and
author Emma Rothschild give talks during a two-day symposium, “The Politics of
Hunger.” Both conclude that world hunger is due primarily to impoverished countries’
inability to sufficiently feed their people and wealthy countries’ refusal to give enough
financial support to abate hunger crises.'*

e 16 April 1975: Nancy Erickson, a law professor at New York Law School and Cornell
Law School, lectures on the Equal Rights Amendment, a proposed amendment to the
U.S. Constitution that would guarantee people of all genders equal protection under the
law. !

e September 1975: Assistant Professor of History Teresa Vilardi is appointed as the first

coordinator of the Women’s Studies Program.'*?
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1976

e March 1976: The Board of Trustees establishes a Proxy Review Committee to study
political and environmental concerns about the College’s investments.'s?

e 5-16 April 1976: The Students’ Afro-American Society and the Urban Center Society
protest College plans to relocate the Urban Center for Africana Studies from downtown
Poughkeepsie to the Vassar campus. Administrators argue that the relocation will increase
campus-wide participation in the center and Africana Studies Program.'®

e 16-18 April 1976: The Women’s Center puts on the College’s first Women’s Weekend, to
focus the campus’ attention on women. Events include films, lectures, music, workshops,
softball, and literature.'®> Women’s Weekend will become an annual Vassar tradition.'®¢

e 11 November 1976: Judge William H. Booth, a New York City judge and President of the
American Committee on Africa, lectures on U.S. exploitation of South Africa in the first
event of a forum on South Africa.'®’

1977

e 6 February—22 March 1977: After Black student L. Patrick Mellon is physically assaulted
and arrested by a white New York Conrail officer while waiting for his train, the Vassar
community rallies around Mellon in support; he is offered aid by the media, legal
resources, public officials, and rights advocates. Judge John Leone dismisses the case
against Mellon, declaring there to have been no cause for his arrest. In a letter to

e 2] February—2 March 1977: After two white students dress as members of the KKK and
harass a Black student and an Indian student, the perpetrators are put on probation; 300
students march from Rockefeller Hall to the President’s House in protest against racism
at Vassar and give petitions to President Alan Simpson.'*’

e 25 February 1977: The Proxy Review Committee declares its aim to end Vassar’s
investment in South African shareholdings.'”

e February—April 1977: An Intercultural Center is founded.'!

e 16 October 1977: The Sub-committee on Race Relations and the Intercultural Center host
a festival to encourage intercultural awareness. Events include films and exhibits about
Chile, the Black American experience, Israel, and kung fu from Hong Kong.'*?

e 28-30 October 1977: The Alumnae/i Association of Vassar College, Proxy Review
Committee, and Departments of Economics, Political Science, and Religion host a

conference on ethical responsibility in the stock market, relating both to Vassar’s

investment and private investment.'*?
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e November 1977: The Vassar food co-op boycotts Nestle’s Jarlsberg cheese because of the
harm Nestle is causing children in the Global South with its unsterilized formula.'”*
e 15 November 1977: George L. Mosse, a historian of Nazism and the Holocaust and a
University of Wisconsin professor, delivers a lecture, “The Acceptance of Mass Death
and the Brutality of Consciousness.”!”
1978
e February 1978: Vassar begins offering its first Introductory Women’s Studies course.
Some students express hope that it is the first step toward a Women’s Studies
Department.'”® A proposal for the course was approved by Vassar faculty on 15
December 1976."7

e 2 February 1978: The Sociology Department sponsors a panel on the ongoing Supreme
Court case, Regents of the University of California v. Bakke, on the constitutionality of
affirmative action. The panel includes representatives from the ACLU, American Jewish
Committee, NAACP, and National Law Guild. Representatives from all organizations
defend affirmative action during the panel. Vassar Dean of the Faculty Elizabeth A.
Daniels expresses strong support for affirmative action; Assistant Director of Admissions
Bruce Moffett says that Vassar admissions staff support and practice affirmative action.'”®
In June 1978, the Supreme Court decides in Bakke that affirmative action per se is
constitutional but that strict racial quotas in admissions are not.'”

e 6 February 1978: The Proxy Review Committee hosts an open meeting on Vassar’s
investments in South Africa.?”

e 10 February 1978: Over 400 students and faculty protest the College’s investments in

companies profiting from South Africa outside a Board of Trustees meeting. The protest

194 Lmda Mishkin, “Coop Boycotts Jarlsberg,” The Miscellany News, 11 November 1977,
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has five demands: 1. Reconsideration of Vassar’s investments in companies with holdings
in South Africa; 2. That divestment become a policy option; 3. Divestment from
companies unwilling to leave South Africa; 4.

Weekend,” with events including a lecture, “They Came Before Columbus,” a drama
production, dance, bazaar, choir concert, basketball tournament, brunch, and lecture by
civil rights leader John R. Lewis, “Toward the Beloved Community: Black Liberation
and Black Political Action.”

e 22 February 1978: The National Organization for Women holds a panel on gender
segregation and occupational gender distribution.***

e 28 February 1978: Students and faculty form the South Africa Study Group to examine
the College’s investment in South Africa; the group is an advisory committee to the
Trustee Committee on Investment Responsibility.**

e 2 March 1978: In compliance with Section 504 of U.S. Congress’ 1973 Rehabilitation
Act, the College forms the Committee on the Handicapped to advise structural
renovations to make the campus comply with the Act’s nondiscrimination requirements

regarding handicapped people.
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e 10 March 1978: Students form the Association for the Handicapped to bring awareness
about the handicapped community in response to feelings that College administration is
hostile to handicapped people.*”’

e 4 April 1978: On the tenth anniversary of the assassination of Martin Luther King Jr.,
Vassar students join People United for Justice in a march in downtown Poughkeepsie
demanding greater city expenditures on initiatives to help poor residents, including
housing, and condemning rights violations and police brutality.**®

e 6 April 1978: Anti-war activist Elizabeth McAlister says the United States has a
responsibility to end nuclear arms proliferation in her lecture, “The American
Experience—Is Change Possible, Is Destruction Inevitable.”"

e 15 April 1978: The Coalition for Social Responsibility rallies in support of College
divestment from South Africa.?'

e 21 April 1978: Many students of all faiths wear yellow Stars of David, distributed by
Vassar Hillel, in protest of Nazi marches taking place in Skokie, Illinois. The
demonstration is inspired by the apocryphal story that after the Nazis ordered Danish
Jews to wear yellow Stars of David, Danish King Christian X told all Danish citizens to
do so. (The story is in fact historically inaccurate.)*'' Hillel also puts on programming
about the horrors of the Nazi genocide against European Jews during the Holocaust.?'?

e 25 September 1978: The new Hunger Action Committee, whose goal is expanding the
Vassar community’s awareness of world hunger, holds a screening of a movie, Water

from Stones, about Africans in the Sahel building dams to irrigate their land. The

humanitarian aid organization Oxfam is designated as the recipient of the funds of the
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year’s skipped meal program. The committee plans to hold a series of lectures,
discussions, and films.?"?

e 8 October 1978: Georgia State Senator Julian Bond, president of the Southern Poverty
Law Center and the NAACP’s Atlanta branch, gives a lecture in which he calls for
divestment from apartheid South Africa, comparing the regime to Nazi Germany. He also
lambasts the United States for its widespread systemic racism against Black
Americans.*"

e 16 October 1978: The Hunger Action Committee sponsors a film screening of 3,900
Million and One, about women’s role in Southern Indian extended families in the context
of population growth.?'?

e 19 October 1978: The Coalition for Social Responsibility organizes a picket of around
forty students outside IBM’s Fishkill, New York, branch in protest of the company’s
financial involvement in South Africa, as well as Vassar’s investments in IBM.>!¢

e 21 October 1978: About fifty-five students rally in support of College divestment from
South Africa outside of the dining hall, where a Board of Trustees meeting is being held.
The students then hold a sit-in in the dining hall and barricade the exits, demanding a
statement of divestment from the Board. After considering a recommendation from the
South Africa Study Group to divest from six banks with ties to South Africa, the Board
unanimously votes to divest from five of six.?'” The Board also replaces the South Africa
Study Group and Proxy Review Committee with a new group, the Campus Committee on

Investor Responsibility, composed of alumni, administrators, faculty, and students.*'®
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e 31 October 1978: The College holds a forum, “South Africa: Evolution or Revolution,”
on U.S. policy toward South Africa, Black Americans’ role in the South African struggle,
and the effect of guerrilla warfare on African populations.?"”

e 13 November 1978: Over 150 students attend an event analyzing recent events in
Vassar’s anti-apartheid movement. The event is sponsored by the new anti-apartheid
group Concerned Students, an offshoot of the Student Defense Committee.??

1979
e 20 February 1979: The Hunger Action Committee hosts a lecture by Oxfam worker Tony

Jackson, “Charity Bureaucracy vs. The People: Food Aid in Central America and the
Caribbean.”*!

e 23-25 February 1979: The Students’ Afro-American Society hosts a Cultural Weekend in
celebration of Black History Month, including a lecture, jazz concert, dance performance,
and cabaret.”*

e 27 February 1979: Former Israeli Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin gives a lecture on
prospects of peace in the Middle East, specifically regarding Israel’s position toward
Egypt and the Palestinian people. Rabin expresses confidence in a future Israeli-Egyptian
peace treaty; and calls for Israel to end its Occupation of the Gaza Strip, West Bank, and
Syrian Golan Heights.**

e 23 April 1979: The Coalition for Social Responsibility begins a series of daily pickets
against the South African apartheid regime and Vassar’s continued financial support for

it. The pickets are planned to continue until graduation or divestment; it is presumed that

divestment will not come before graduation.***
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e September 1979: The College begins an interdepartmental course, “World Hunger and
Moral Obligation,” involving the Anthropology, Biology, Economics, History, Physics,
and Political Science Departments. The class aims to provide broad perspectives on
socio-political issues surrounding world hunger.??

e 8 October 1979: Paul Leggett, a part-time Lecturer in Religion, gives a lecture,
“Terrorism and the Churches in Central America.”**

e 12 October 1979: The Coalition for Social Responsibility puts on a film screening of The
Last Grave at Dimbaza, a documentary about apartheid in South Africa, followed by an
open forum discussion.?’

e 24 October 1979: Daniel Ellsberg, an anti-war activist who leaked the “Pentagon Papers”
to The New York Times in 1971, delivers a talk on civil disobedience as a tactic for
stopping the nuclear armament industry.**®

e 3 December 1979: As part of Black Arts Week, the Coalition for Social Responsibility
and the Students’ Afro-American Society sponsor a talk by women’s rights activist

Stephanie Urdang, “Women in the Guinea Bisseau Revolution.”?*

1980s

1980
e January 1980: Four students form Vassar Draft Opposition to mobilize campus against
reinstatement of the draft after U.S. President Jimmy Carter raised the possibility of

doing s0.*°
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e 4 February 1980: The Vassar Jewish Students’ Union holds a letter-writing campaign to
U.S. and U.S.S.R. leaders protesting the U.S.S.R.’s arrest and internal exile of Andrei
Sakharov, a well-known Soviet human-rights activist.?!

e 25 February 1980: Patricia Derian, the U.S. State Department Assistant Secretary for
Human Rights and Humanitarian Affairs, gives a lecture. Derian was famous for
challenging anticommunist authoritarian regimes supported by the United States,
particularly the Argentine military junta during the country’s “Dirty War” of extrajudicial
abductions and executions of dissidents, as well as dictatorships in the Philippines, South
Korea, and other countries.??

e 4 March 1980: Students put on an exhibit, “Vassar at War,” interrogating the reality of
war in protest of President Jimmy Carter’s proposal to reinstate the draft. The exhibit
includes military uniforms and equipment as well as imagined defense plans of the Vassar
campus itself.??

e 24 April 1980: The Vassar organization Hungerfast sponsors a fast that raises
approximately $1,200 for countries in the Global South, with proceeds going to the
humanitarian organization Oxfam.?*

e 2 November 1980: Thozamile Botha, a South African civil rights activist forced to flee
South Africa due to numerous assassination attempts, gives a talk in which he calls for
divestment from South Africa and says, “Investment in South Africa goes to maintain the

white racist regime.”*
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12 November 1980: Joan Freyberg, a clinical psychologist, delivers a lecture, “The
Legacy of the Holocaust: the Psychological Effects on Children of Survivors,” sponsored
by the Psychology Majors Committee and Vassar Jewish Students’ Union.**

14 November 1980: Pavel Litvinov, a Soviet political dissident and human rights activist,
gives a lecture on his experience in the U.S.S.R. and the state of Soviet and world human
rights.?’

18 November 1980: The History and Religion Departments and Vassar Jewish Students’
Union sponsor a film screening of Image Before My Eyes, a documentary about Jewish

life in Poland before the Holocaust. The film’s script was written by Vassar Visiting

Instructor in English Jerome Badanes.*

1-2 April 1981: Dana Lobell, a member of Women Against Pornography, gives a lecture
condemning glorification of violence against women and sexual objectification in
pornography and advertising. The lecture is part of Women’s Weekend, which focuses on
“Women and Their Bodies.”*’

June 1981: Vassar hosts the Berkshire Conference of Women Historians, which includes

136 panels over three days and attracts some 1,500 female academics.**

17-25 February 1982: The Africana Studies Program hosts the Second Annual Festival of
Third World Arts and Culture. The largest event is a two-day symposium on 17-18
February about the racist underpinnings of nineteenth- and twentieth-century

imperialism. Other events include a lecture by civil rights activist Kwame Ture
(previously Stokely Carmichael) about the ties between racism and capitalism; a panel
discussion with Permanent Representative of Tanzania to the United Nations Paul Rupia

and Permanent Representative of South Africa to the United Nations David W. Stewart

Society and Vassar Jewish Students’ Union.?*!

e 21 February 1982: Moorhead Kennedy, one of fifty-two Americans held hostage in Iran
for 444 days before their release on 20 January 1981, gives a lecture, “World Religions
and World Peace.”*

e 13-15 April 1982: The Coalition for Social Responsibility puts on Peace Week. Events
include a lecture by retired U.S. Rear Admiral Gene LaRocque on how U.S. nuclear
armament policy will inevitably lead to nuclear war; a debate entitled “No More Nuclear
Arms Increase National Security?”; a screening of The War Game, a British documentary
imagining the destruction of nuclear war; and a lecture, “The Medical Effects of Nuclear
War,” by two doctors from Physicians for Social Responsibility.**

® 10 October 1982: Reverend Paul Rutgers, a minister at The First Presbyterian Church in
Poughkeepsie, delivers a lecture, “The Things That Make For Peace,” in which he argues
that achieving peace will be extraordinarily difficult and expensive and that people must
strive harder for it.**

e 9 November 1982: Leonor A. Huper, Consul General of Nicaragua, gives a lecture,
“Turmoil In Central America: A Post-Revolution Perspective,” in which she condemns
the long history of U.S. military intervention in Latin America and Nicaragua and argues
that the new Nicaraguan government is substantively improving the lives of poor

Nicaraguans.**

e 20 February 1983: Benjamin Sasway, the first person to be indicted for not registering for
the draft after former President Jimmy Carter reinstated it, gives a talk on draft
resistance.”*® In an interview with the Vassar student publication Unscrewed, Sasway
objected to being branded as a martyr or the focal point of the anti-draft movement. He
says, “There are hundreds of thousands of people protesting draft registration, war
preparation, and interventions.”*” Sasway was sentenced to two years in prison for not
registering for the draft but was released after six months and given two years of
probation.**

e 21 February 1983: The Vassar Jewish Students’ Union sponsors a rally for National
Soviet Jewry Solidarity Day on 23 February. Speeches include one by Hamilton Fish, the
U.S. Representative for New York’s 21st Congressional District, on conditions of Jews in
the U.S.S.R., how these conditions affect U.S.—U.S.S.R. relations, and how Soviet Jews’
plight can be helped.**

e 28 March 1983: The History and Political Science Departments, in collaboration with the
Women'’s Studies Program and Feminist Union, host a film festival featuring five movies
about women’s roles in union organizing and women'’s indispensable role in the history
of the U.S. labor movement.*"

e 27 September 1983: Three years after it was confidentially released to the Vassar
administration and Board of Trustees, the Black Caucus of the Vassar College Faculty
and Administrators—made up of five to seven professors, the majority of whom are
Black—publishes a ten-year report assessing the status of affirmative action at Vassar.

The Caucus finds that the mission of affirmative action, professed through the College’s

aggression and likely internationally and domestically illegal. Around 260 students
attend.”**

e 17 November 1983: About 450 students fast for the full day in support of Oxfam’s tenth
Annual Fast for a World Harvest; Vassar’s dining hall agrees to pay $2.70 per student,
totalling over $1,000. The fast is organized by the Hunger Action Committee.*

e December 1983: The Office of Admissions enacts a new recruitment program for Black
students consisting of letters sent to the NAACP and 432 Black alumni requesting that
they sponsor Black candidates for admission. The letters specifically ask for Black
men.”**

1984

e 5 February 1984: South African activist and poet Dennis Brutus gives a lecture, “The
Poetry of Resistance: Human Rights In South Africa.” Brutus was imprisoned for
eighteen months after successfully banning South Africa from the Olympics while
president of the South African Non-Racial Olympic Committee; after his release from
prison, he gained political asylum in the United States.*>

e 16 February 1984: Former U.S. Representative Shirley Crisholm, the first Black woman
elected to the U.S. Congress, delivers a lecture, “Civil Rights and Human Rights in the

3! Faculty Members of the Black Caucus, “Black Caucus Calls Affirmative Action At Vassar A Total Failure,” The

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United Suites and the Third World,” in which she denounces the racism that underlies
U.S. domestic and foreign policy.**®

e 2 March 1984: Vassar joins six other educational organizations in an amicus brief
opposing the Solomon Amendment in the Supreme Court case Selective Service System v.
Minnesota Public Interest Research Group.”’ The Solomon Amendment, part of the
Department of Defense Authorization Act of 1983, denied federal financial aid to men
ages 18-26 who refused to sign up for the draft; financial aid applicants were required to
inform their universities whether they had signed up. In Selective Service, the Supreme
Court upheld the amendment as constitutional because, since no student is required to
register for financial aid, requiring applicants to inform their school of their draft status
was not self-incrimination.?®

e April 1984: The Board of Trustees votes to include “sexual orientation” in the College’s
nondiscriminatory policies, thereby banning discrimination on the basis of sexual
orientation.?

e April 13—15 1984: The College holds its first Black Alumnae/i Forum. The African
American Alumnae/i Association of Vassar College is established.?®

e 18 October 1984: Daniel Berrigan, an anti-war activist, poet, and Catholic priest, gives a
lecture, “A Peacemaking Citizen in a Warmaking State.” Berrigan argues that U.S.
society has become numb to the possibility of nuclear war. Furthermore, he defends his

actions as part of the Plowshare Movement’s 1980 infiltration of a General Electric
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nuclear arms plant in Pennsylvania in which he and seven others banged on nuclear
missile nose cones with hammers and poured their own blood on them.*®!

1985
e 29 January 1985: Andrew Lukhele, a South African activist and member of the African

National Congress, gives a lecture, “Change in South Africa,” in which he calls on
students to protest against South African apartheid in the same manner they protested the
Vietnam War. The lecture is part of the Third World Festival.**

e 31 January 1985: Fikile Bam, a South African lawyer and activist, delivers a lecture as
part of the Third World Festival, “South African Youth and the Current Black
Struggle.”*%

e February 1985: The College divests about $2 million in investments in Dun and
Bradstreet because the company refused to sign the Sullivan Principles.?®* The Principles
establish guidelines for ethical investment in South Africa, such as respect for human
rights, a commitment to nondiscrimination in the workplace, and improvement of the
communities in which the company operates.*®

e 20 February 1985: The Vassar Progressive Union sponsors a panel, “Homosexuality: the
Status of Gay Rights in the U.S.A.” Panelists say that while gay people are largely
socially accepted at Vassar there remains a discrepancy in belief about the necessity of
gay civil rights.?

e 27 March 1985: About seventy-five Poughkeepsie residents, including sixteen Vassar

students and four Vassar faculty, protest the Barclays Bank for its investment in South

African apartheid. Residents and students participate in smaller rallies on 3—5 April

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against Barclays.?’

e 18 April 1985: Lucjan Dobroszycki, a Polish American historian who survived the £.6dz
ghetto and the Auschwitz concentration camp during the Holocaust, gives a lecture, “The
Destruction of the European Jewry: Deportation into and out of the Ghetto of £.6dz.”
Dobroszycki explains that £.6dZ was the first death camp established by the Nazis and
gives a detailed account of life in the ghetto, which is known to modern historians
because of immaculately kept records that were hidden from the Nazis before the final
deportation out of the ghetto in 1944.%

e 11 October 1985: The Vassar Student Coalition Against Apartheid hosts a demonstration
for National Anti-Apartheid Day and International Political Prisoners Day, joining
anti-apartheid student protests across the country.?®

e 19 October 1985: The Board of Trustees unanimously accepts a proposal by the Trustee
Investor Responsibility Committee to gradually divest the College’s holdings in
companies tied to South Africa over a three-year period unless there is significant
progress in the elimination of apartheid in South Africa during that time.*”

o 27 October 1985: The New York Times reports that Vassar’s incoming Class of 1989
includes 101 minority students, 16.2 percent of the total class. In contrast, the graduating
Class of 1986 is only 9.2 percent minorities. This rise comes in the wake of student and
faculty protests against the small Black population at the College.*”

1986
e 20 January 1986: The Afro-American Program, Students’ Afro-American Society,

Advisor to Minority Students Sheila Thomas, and Vassar Gospel Chorus sponsor a
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screening of a documentary about Martin Luther King Jr. in honor of the first national
Martin Luther King Jr. Day.?”?

e 7 February 1986: The Trustee Investor Responsibility Committee releases a specific
divestment timetable.?"”

e 27 March—13 April 1986: Numerous departments and offices of the College sponsor a
conference, “Hunger: The Ethical Challenge of Our Time,” with the aim of raising
awareness about world hunger and presenting possible solutions. Events include a
keynote lecture by U.S. Representative Mickey Leland, film screenings, poetry and prose
readings, discussion panels with experts from various disciplines, a canned food drive, a
fast day, and a marathon.*™

e 4 April 1986: About forty faculty and students march silently in protest against racism at
Vassar, specifically the lack of Black faculty on campus.?”

e 10 April 1986: Students from Vassar, Marist, and Dutchess Community Colleges protest
IBM’s investment in apartheid South Africa outside a local IBM plant.?®

e 12 April 1986: A total of 648 students on meal plans, about 39 percent, participate in a
day-long fast hosted by Hunger Action, raising over $1,500. The Committee donates half

of the money to Oxfam and the other half to local hunger groups.?”’
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e 14 April 1986: The Task Force on Racism hosts a panel discussion on whether racism is
institutionalized at Vassar including eleven Black, white, Latino, and Asian students.?”®
1987

e 18 February 1987: Twelve students, most of them members of the Student Coalition
Against Apartheid, rally outside an IBM office in downtown Poughkeepsie in protest of
IBM’s investments in apartheid South Africa.?”

o 17-19 April 1987: The newly-formed AIDS Education Committee sponsors a three-day
“AIDS Education Week” to educate the campus community on the dangers of the disease.
Events include a faculty panel, a lecture, and three productions of William Hoftman’s
1985 play As Is.**

e 25 September 1987: First Lady of Costa Rica Margarita Penén Arias 70 lauds
democracy and Costa Rica’s decision to abolish its military, as well as calls for women to
continue fighting for equal rights. Her speech is attended by 500-600 students, faculty,
and community members.?®'

o 29 September 1987: Edward W. Said, a Palestinian Comparative Literature Professor at
Columbia University and outspoken supporter of Palestinian liberation, gives a lecture,
“The Media and the Mideast.” Said critiques the U.S. media’s portrayal of the
Palestinian—Israeli conflict as one-sided.*

1988

e 20 January 1988: In honor of Martin Luther King Jr. Day, the Office of President Frances
Fergusson sponsors a program of performances by the Vassar Gospel Choir and Madrigal
Singers; a keynote speech by Reverend Samuel D. Proctor, a Black activist and friend of

King; a screening of a half-hour section of Eyes on the Prize, a TV series about the Civil

of responsibilities and power in sexual relationships. Discussions about sexual politics are

held in eight dorms, with attendance ranging from zero to thirty-five. Other events
include lectures, discussions, and film screenings.”*

e September 1988—May 1989: Throughout the 19881989 school year, the College
celebrates the twentieth anniversary of the Africana Studies Program, formed after the
Main Building Sit-In. Events include installations of art from the Evan-Tibbs Collection,
including work by Black artists such as Edward Bannister and Jacob Lawrence; lectures
and poetry readings; a library exhibition commemorating the program’s beginning; and a
fundraising dinner and dance to help establish an endowed chair honoring W. E. B.
DuBois.?

e November 1988: The Students’ Afro-American Society (SAS) meets with Chief of
Security George Lochner to discuss the concern that Black students are asked by security
to show their I.D. cards much more frequently than white students. Lochner says that
Black students may be carded obsessively and that this negatively affects the security
team’s relationship with Black students and guests. SAS presents three solutions: 1. A
written policy of when carding is appropriate; 2. A rule about who can be on campus at
night; and 3. A sensitivity session for all security guards and campus patrols.**

e 4 November 1988: The Vassar administration announces that the College has divested

completely from corporations with ties to apartheid South Africa.”®’

e 14 February 1989: Teboho MacDonald Mashinini, a South African anti-apartheid activist
and member of the Release Mandela campaign, gives a talk in which he calls for the
release of all political prisoners, including Nelson Mandela. Mashinini was imprisoned
and tortured for three years for his anti-apartheid activism.***

e 15 February 1989: Students found Counseling and Assistance in Response to Rape and
Exploitative Sexual Activity, a student-run call or walk-in center for assisting survivors
of rape and sexual assault. The service replaces the HELP line, staffed by four
administrators.”

e 20 February 1989: Naomi Tutu, the daughter of prominent South African anti-apartheid
activist Archbishop Desmond Tutu, delivers a lecture on South Africa’s current political
and economic problems, especially the immense hardship Black South Africans suffer
under apartheid. The lecture is part of the Africana Studies Program’s twentieth
anniversary celebrations.*

e 2] February 1989: Molly Yard, President of the National Organization for Women,
delivers a lecture on the U.S. abortion crisis. She attributes most abortions to cases of
failed birth control and rape, and declares, “We absolutely refuse to have compulsory
pregnancy in this country.”’

e 12 April 1989: Student organizations and administrative offices hold a “Rally Against

Violence,” featuring five alumni discussing racism, homophobia, sexism, religionism,

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e 8 October 1989: Over 450 students march to the Dutchess County Jail in protest of hatred
and racism. The demonstration is sparked by KKK Imperial Wizard James W. Farrand’s
visit to Dutchess County to arrange bail for a Klansmaan arrested on weapons charges.”

e 15 October 1989: Vassar students join around 1,700 demonstrators from across New York

e 14 February 1990: A group of ninety to 100 students calling themselves the Coalition of
Concerned Students occupy Main Building. Approximately 600 students rally outside the
building throughout the day. The protesters’ key demand is that U.S. Senator Patrick
Moynihan resign his position as Eleanor Roosevelt Distinguished Lecturer after he made
multiple racist statements at a 29 January reception. Moynihan resigns.?*

e May 1990: The Alumnae/i Association of Vassar College’s (AAVC) Board of Directors
votes to adopt an affiliation process by which groups of alumni with special interests or
needs may form affinity groups associated with the AAVC. A Lesbian and Gay
Alumnae/i Association is established shortly thereafter and holds its first annual reception
during Reunion weekend, with more than seventy-five alumni attending.**

e QOctober 1990: The Board of Trustees approves an affirmative action policy, under which

the College will actively seek qualified female candidates and candidates of color for hire

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and promotions in all staff and faculty positions, especially groups that have been
underrepresented in the past.?’

e 6 November 1990: The Commencement Committee is presented with a statement signed
by twenty-six Black members of the Class of 1991 denouncing the Committee for
“consistent neglect” of Black students’ concerns and stating the formation of a separate
Black Commencement Committee. All three Black members of the twenty-one-member
Commencement Committee resign. Potential events for the Black Commencement
Committee include a Black Parents’ Weekend and a Kwanzaa celebration.?*®

e 20 November 1990: Jean Stewart, an author and disabilities activist, lectures on the
disabilities movement.?”

1991

e 16 January 1991: Professor of Anthropology Charles Briggs joins around 150
Poughkeepsie residents in a “Demonstration for Peace” march against the recent U.S.
intervention in the First Gulf War, organized by the Dutchess County Peace Vigil.*”

e 20 January 1991: About ninety students attend the first meeting of the new club Vassar

Opposed to the War, an anti-war organization founded in response to the U.S.

intervention in the First Gulf War.*!

e February 1991: A center for gay, lesbian, and bisexual students opens, similar in function

to the Women’s Center, which provides space for meetings and social gatherings.’®
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e 10 February 1991: The Vassar Student Association, the College’s student government,
approves the Black Commencement Committee as an official organization, allowing it to
seek school funding and hold campus events.*”

e 20 February 1991: Classes are suspended for an all-campus teach-in on the Gulf War,
“The Persian Gulf War: A Day of Discussion,” after the faculty vote unanimously to do
so on 13 February. The first event, on the evening of 19 February, is a panel of prominent
journalists who covered the Vietnam War on “The Media and the Gulf War.” On 20
February, there are fifteen panel discussions on different aspects of the war, mostly
consisting of Vassar faculty.**

e 25 May 1991: The civil rights activist Reverend Jesse Jackson speaks at the
Baccalaureate service, invited by the Black Commencement Committee.**

e QOctober 1991: The Alumnae/i Association of Vassar College approves the affiliate
organization Asian Pacific Alumnae/i of Vassar College.**

e November 1991: Eric Moscow ’80 and Craig Harris *80, a doctor treating people living

with AIDS and a member of the Gay Men’s Health Crisis who lives with AIDS,

respectively, speak about their personal experiences with the disease. Harris expresses
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anger at the U.S. government for not doing more to stop the AIDS crisis.*”” On 26
November, Harris passes away of AIDS.**®

e 12 November 1991: Alexander Sanger, President of Planned Parenthood’s New York City
branch, gives a lecture on the history of the women’s reproductive rights movement and
limitations to reproductive rights in recent years.*”

e 3 December 1991: Presidential candidate Lenora Fulani, Chairperson of the New
Alliance Party and the first Black person and first woman to be on the presidential ballot
in every state, gives a speech, “Which Way for Blacks’ and Women’s Empowerment: The
Independent Option in the 1990’s.”3!?

1992
e 4 February 1992: Betty Shabazz, a civil and human rights activist and the widow of civil

rights activist Malcolm X, gives a lecture in which she admonishes Vassar students to do
their part to create a better world and stresses the importance of building upon principles
of equality.’"!

e March 1992: After multiple gay students receive threatening homophobic messages on
their answering machines, prompting one to take a leave of absence and eventually
withdraw from the College, the Bisexual, Gay, and Lesbian Alliance protests for four
days by playing the tapes on repeat on a portable radio while other students hold signs
and implore others to come forward with information about the caller.*'?

e 2-9 November 1992: The Bisexual, Gay, and Lesbian Alliance host Pride Week,
including revamping the queer safe space in the basement of Lathrop House to be more
welcoming to queer students; a lecture by John Corvino, a University of Texas at Austin

graduate student, debunking arguments against homosexuality; a discussion panel on
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bisexuality; a dinner and tea for relatives of queer students; the Homo Hop, a dance; and
a lecture by Vassar alumnae Ann Northrop *70 on “The Politics of AIDS."?
e 11 November 1992: Natalie Friedman ’95 organizes a workshop, “Ethnicity or Religion,”
on Jewish identity.>'*
1993
o 14-17 April 1993: The Intercultural Center opens as a permanent home for student
affinity groups like the Black Student Union, Asian Student Alliance, and Poder Latino in
a building next to the Powerhouse Theater.*"
e 18 April 1993: El Salvadoran educators and activists Regina de los Angeles, Garay
Gomez, and Dora Alicia Lainez Escamilla lecture on “Women in War, Women in Peace.”
One topic discussed is how to tangibly help the rebuilding of El Salvadoran schools.*'®
e 19 April 1993: Black feminist teacher, activist, and author bell hooks gives a lecture,
“Race, Gender, and Representation,” as part of Women’s Week. She calls on all people to
help in the missions of education and coalition building.*"’
e 20 April 1993: Ninotchka Rosea, a Filipina political prisoner under former Filipino
President Ferdinand Marcos, gives a lecture, “Human Rights Abuses Against Women.”'®
e 22 May 1993: Angela Davis delivers the Baccalaureate address, “Education and
Activism: Social Responsibility at the Turn of the Century,” in which she discusses the

increasingly complex intersectional struggles for racial, gender, sexual, and class

e 11-13 June 1993: Vassar hosts the Berkshire Conference on the History of Women, with

an attendance of over 2,300 scholars and more than 180 panels, lectures, seminars, and

screenings.

e 11-19 November 1994: The Vassar community celebrates Multicultural Awareness
Week, a singular celebration involving all affinity groups instead of each group holding
its own, less well-attended celebration. Demonstrating the breadth of the event, twelve
student organizations are involved in planning it.*** Multicultural Awareness Week will
become an annual event.

e 25 April 1995: Sarah Weddington, one of the lawyers who successfully argued the
landmark 1973 Supreme Court case Roe v. Wade, which enshrined the constitutional right
to abortion, gives a lecture, “Women and Roe v. Wade: Looking Back and Looking
Forward.”*

o August 1995: The Hispanics Studies Department, Ford Foundation Diversity Initiative
Grant, American Culture Program, and Office of the Dean of the Faculty sponsor
“Legacies of Struggle: Colloquia on Social Movements,” examining ethnicity and racial
identity as integral to culture as a whole rather than isolated from it.>**

e October 1995: The Alumnae/i Association of Vassar College Board of Directors approves
the formation of the affiliate Latino Alumnae/i of Vassar College.**

® 9 October 1995: Iris Morales, a former member of the Young Lords and Puerto Rican
Revolutionary Party, delivers a lecture, “Latina Movements U.S.A: From the 60°s to the

90°s.73%
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e 3 November 1995: The Jewish community house opens, housing the office of the Jewish
student advisor Danna Kalkstein, Kosher Co-op, the office of Ra’ashan, Vassar’s Jewish
cultural journal, and the office of the Vassar Jewish Union.*?’

e 11 November 1995: Harry Wu, a Chinese activist and former political prisoner for
nineteen years, gives a lecture, “Behind Prison Walls: The Red China.”®

1996
e 6 February 1996: Julius Lester, Professor of Judaic and Near Eastern Studies at the

University of Massachusetts at Amherst and a Black man who converted to Judaism,
gives a lecture, “Blacks and Jews: Where are We and Where are We Going?*’

e 14 February 1996: The faculty accept a proposal for a Jewish Studies correlate. This
comes after a series of actions by the Multicultural Coalition for Jewish Studies and the
Religion Department faculty’s express support for a Jewish Studies Program.**

e 25 March 1996: Asian American political activist John Tateishi delivers a lecture, “The
Asian American Political Agenda: An Awakening Dragon in the 21st Century?”*!

e 10 April 1996: Urvashi Vaid ’79, a prominent queer rights activist, gives a talk, “Virtual
Equality: Mainstreaming the Gay and Lesbian Movement.”**

e 22 September 1996: Upon invitation by Assistant Professor of History Robert Brigham,
former Secretary of Defense Robert McNamara gives an informal talk to Brigham’s
students, some history and art history faculty, Vassar President Frances Fergusson, and a

few others. In his talk, McNamara criticizes the U.S. governmental system for giving the

president the power to use military force without congressional authorization; says that

e November 1996: The Alumnae/i Association of Vassar College Board of Directors
approves the formation of the affiliate Jewish Alumnae/i of Vassar College.***

e 3 November 1996: Promoting Equality And Community Everywhere, or PE.A.C.E., a
student organization working to develop tolerance and cross cultural friendships among
Poughkeepsie children, is approved by the student government.**

o 9-16 November 1996: Santiago Portilla and Cecilia Rodriguez, respectively the advisor
to Mexican President Ernesto Zedillo and American representative for the Zapatistas,
hold a moderated discussion. **¢

1997
o 4-6 April 1997: The College hosts the Vassar Gathering, involving around 250 activists

from across the United States. The conference’s goal is to provide a forum for
professional and student activists to develop ways to proactively address progressive
issues.”’

e November 1997: Danny Rubenstein, a columnist at the Israeli newspaper Ha ‘aretz
specializing in the Middle East, gives a lecture, “The Middle East Peace Process through

Palestinian Eyes.” Rubenstein calls for Palestinian—Israeli peace as a necessity.>*
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e 5 December 1997: The new Vassar chapter of the national Students for a Free Tibet holds
a benefit concert to raise awareness and money for Tibetan independence and human
rights. The event fundraises over $1,000. Students for a Free Tibet is approved as an

official organization by the student government on 29 March 1998.%%

1998

e January 1998: The Feminist Alliance becomes an umbrella organization for the Feminist
Majority Leadership Alliance, the student publication Womanspeak, and a left-wing
feminist discussion group.**’

e 11 February 1998: Bill Baird, a prominent pro-choice activist sometimes called the
“Father of the Abortion Movement,” gives a lecture.*"!

e 3 April 1998: Over 400 students sign a petition by the AIDS Education Committee
calling for on-campus AIDS testing.***

e 23 April 1998: Lesléa Newman, author of Heather Has Two Mommies, a children’s book
about a lesbian couple raising their daughter, delivers a lecture, “Heather’s Mommy
Speaks Out.” The event is part of “GAYpril,” sponsored by the Queer Coalition of Vassar
College (formerly known as the Bisexual, Gay, and Lesbian Alliance).**

e June 1998: The College is awarded the Access Dutchess County Award, which
recognizes organizations for exceptional effort to comply with the 1990 Americans with
Disabilities Act.***

e 28 September 1998: Reverend Richard C. Witt, Director of the Rural Migrant Ministry,
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lectures on “The Plight of Migrant Workers in the Hudson Valley.
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e 13 October 1998: Isabel Juarez Espinos and Petrona de la Cruz, co-founders of La
Fortaleza de la Mujer Maya (Spanish for “The Strength of the Maya Woman”), a theater
troupe and community center in Chiapas, Mexico, deliver a lecture, “Empowerment of
Mayan Women.”**¢

e 14 October 1998: The Queer Political Action Committee hosts a vigil for Matthew
Shepard, a gay college student recently murdered in Laramie, Wyoming. Around 170
people attend.>’

e 17 October 1998: The Board of Trustees passes a policy pledging that the College will
“never knowingly purchase such apparel from vendors or manufacturers that use
sweatshop labor” and reward business partners who treat their workers ethically. The
Student Activist Union has been advocating for such a policy since at least 199734
e 5 November 1998: The Intercultural Center is officially renamed the Asian, Latino,

African American/Black and Native American (ALANA) Center.**

1999

e 9 February 1999: The Revolutionary Student Movement organizes a rally in response to
the 4 February shooting by four New York police officers of Amadou Diallo, an unarmed
23-year-old Guinean student. On 13 February, students protest the shooting at the
Dutchess County jail >

e 23 September 1999: Yale University Professor of History Gilbert M. Joseph delivers a
lecture, “Rethinking Mexican Revolutionary Mobilization: Banditry and Peasant Political
Consciousness in Yucatan, 1909-1915.”%!

e 7 October 1999: Former Secretary of Defense Robert McNamara delivers a lecture on his

book Argument Without End: In Search of Answers to the Vietnam Tragedy, co-authored

with Vassar Associate Professor of History and Director of International Studies Robert
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Brigham and Professor of International Relations at the Watson Institute of International
Studies at Brown University James Blight.***

e 12 October 1999: Olu Awoonor-Gordon, editor of the Sierra Leonean newspaper For Di
People, gives a lecture, “Ending Coups and Wars in Africa: A Journalist’s Experience and
Reflections of the Sierra Leone Civil War.”>?

e 22 November 1999: University of California, Berkeley Professor of History Waldo
Martin gives a talk, “I, Too, Sing America: The Black Freedom Struggle and the

Transformation of American Culture, 1945-1975.73%

2000s

2000
e 10 February 2000: Hunter College Professor Peter Kwong lectures on undocumented
Chinese immigrants in the United States.*
e September 2000: Jewish Studies, formerly a correlate sequence, is now offered as a
major.>*
2001
e 6 April 2001: A few students, in coordination with the Women’s Center, host a
conference, with proceeds going to the Manuela Ramos Movement, a Peruvian
organization that funds counseling centers, shelters for women who have undergone
abuse, and family planning centers throughout Peru.**’
e 10 April 2001: Kadiatou Diallo, the mother of Amadou Diallo, a Guinean student who
was murdered by four New York police officers in February 1999, gives a talk sponsored

by the Black Student Union. Diallo calls for sensitivity training for police to avoid
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killings of unarmed Black people simply because they seem “‘suspicious,” as well as for

police to “know the hopes and fears of their communities.”***

e 19 April 2001: Reverend Michael Lapsley, a South African Anglican priest and activist,
gives a lecture, “Memory, Healing and Justice: Creating a New South Africa.”*

e 21 April 2001: The Queer Coalition, in collaboration with Planned Parenthood of the
Hudson Valley and the Newbergh-based LGBT and Friends, hosts a high school prom
with the theme “Over the Rainbow” as a safe space for queer students. Around sixty-two
high schoolers attend.*®

e 21-22 April 2001: The Vassar Animal Rescue Coalition protests vivisection on campus;
two students cage themselves to represent animals killed in the Biology and Psychology
Departments. The protest is in conjunction with World Week for Animals in
Laboratories.*!

e 4 May 2001: Vassar Greens and Students for a Free Tibet sponsor a panel discussion of
British Petroleum Amoco’s current projects. The panel includes three experts and three
students involved in campaigns against British Petroleum.*®

e 11-14 September 2001: Following al-Qaeda’s attacks on the World Trade Center,
Pentagon, and the failed attack on the White House or U.S. Capitol that killed 2,977
people, the Vassar community mobilizes in a variety of ways. On 11 September a
television with cable broadcasts, a bank of telephones to call loved ones, and counseling
services are set up; a candlelight vigil is held on the night of 11 September. On 12
September, an observance is held in which President Frances Fergusson speaks, the choir
sings “Dona Nobis Pacem (Grant us peace),” and flowers are placed at the base of a large
tree after a silent meditation; the College starts a fundraiser for the Finest and Bravest

Foundation, which supports families of police and firefighters killed in the attacks. The
College sponsors shuttles to a nearby Red Cross blood drive. On 14 September, students
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begin a drive for items to aid emergency workers, which quickly collects significant
donations

o 15-22 September: On 15 September, over 50 students participate in a letter campaign to
urge reason and restraint in reactions to the attacks. On 20 September, Vassar joins 133
colleges in a Peaceful Justice Day, promoting the idea that justice for the attacks can
come by peaceful means. On 21 September, around 100 Vassar and Poughkeepsie
community members march silently through Poughkeepsie, carrying candles and signs
advocating peace and tolerance. Over 400 Vassar and Poughkeepsie community members
attend a faculty panel on the civil and political implications of the attacks. The College
creates a September 11 Task Force. In a letter to U.S. President George W. Bush, many
students, faculty, administrators, and staff urge the use of diplomacy, not force, and that
the Global War on Terrorism must be a war on domestic ignorance and the perpetrators of
the 11 September attacks, not a war on foreign peoples.*®

e QOctober 2001: The College declines to participate in United Way of Dutchess County’s
annual fundraiser due to the organization’s continued support for Boy Scouts of America,
which discriminates against gay providers.**

e 8 October 2001: The Vassar Anti-War group leads a silent march of around 100 students,
faculty, and community members in protest of the U.S. government’s bombing of
Afghanistan the day prior. The group begins weekly protests.*®

e 12 November 2001: The Vassar Animal Rescue Coalition protests in favor of a “choice
policy” for dissection, as well as against animal breeding, experimentation, and killing on
campus.**

e 13 November 2001: University of Miami Professor of Political Science Felipe Agiiero

gives a lecture recounting his torture at the hands of Chilean dictator Augusto Pinochet.
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He argues that Chile remains unable to confront its past and contend with the horrors of
the Pinochet dictatorship.*’
2002
e 5 February 2002: Justice Albie Sachs of the Constitutional Court of South Africa, a
renowned human rights lawyer who fought against the apartheid regime, gives a lecture,
“South Africa’s Truth and Reconciliation Commission.”.*%®
e 17 September 2002: Yale University Professor of International Law Harold Koh delivers
a lecture, “One Year After 9/11: The Impact on Civil and Political Rights,” in which he
critiques the Bush administration for waging war without a real objective and for
compromising civil liberties in pursuit of national security.**’
2003
e 22 February 2003: The Office of Religious and Spiritual Life co-sponsors a benefit
concert with the Rural Migrant Ministry, “In Tune for Farmworker Justice.””
e 25 February 2003: Vassar College Think Tank holds its second discussion, “Does campus
security racially profile?”*”!
e 22 March 2003: Vassar President Frances Fergusson publicly signs the widely-published
“Not In Our Name” statement in opposition to the Iraq War.>”?
e 24-28 March 2003: The Office of Religious and Spiritual Life holds Vigils for Peace to
foster reflection on the Iraq War.*”?
e 26 March 2003: The College sponsors a “Day of Information, Discussion, and Concern,”
including informal discussions in each residence hall and a faculty panel discussion, “The
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War in Iraq: An All College Panel Discussion.
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e 7 April 2003: After a referendum vote by the student body, the Vassar Student
Association adopts an official anti—Iraq War position.*”

e | December 2003: Iraqi journalist Amal Al-Khedairy and historian Nermin Al-Mulfti give
talks about their positions on the Iraq War, the current U.S. occupation, and the role of
women before and after the rule of Saddam Hussein. The event is sponsored by the
Women’s Center.*’¢

2004

e February 2004: Vassar Democracy Matters holds events on campus such as voter
registration and campaign finance education in anticipation of upcoming elections; the
group also actively lobbies the Poughkeepsie City Council to support the Ortiz-Patterson
Clean Elections Bill, which gives public funding to all New York State elections.*”’

e 18 February 2004: The Campus Life Resource Group hosts the fourth annual All College
Day, with the theme “Race at Vassar.”’®

e 15 April 2004: Soon Ok Lee, who was imprisoned in a North Korean prison for five

years after admitting to false charges of embezzling state property under torture, gives a

talk on humanitarian issues and her experiences in prison.*”

e 27 September 2004: Co-Coordinator of Multicultural Recruitment Krystal Tribbett
discusses the College’s recruitment policy for students of color in the ALANA Center.**

e 12-14 November 2004: The Jewish Alumnae/i of Vassar College host a program, “Jewish
Identities: At Vassar and Beyond,” to connect the College’s Jewish past to its present. The

event is the Jewish Alumnae/i organization’s first on campus.™
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e 17 November 2004: About 20 students from the Vassar chapter of Habitat for Humanity
sleep on the Quad to raise awareness about the houselessness crisis.**

2005
e 24 February 2005: More than a dozen students in the Vassar Anti-War Group hold a

“die-in” to protest the presence of U.S. Army recruiters on Vassar’s campus, both in an
anti-war effort and to protest the discrimination against gays in the military. They lie on
the floor in front of the Career Development Office in white t-shirts splattered in red
paint.**

e April 2005: A Haitian art sale, run by the Vassar Haiti Project, sells 150 out of 210
paintings, raising $40,000 to go towards a school in the impoverished Haitian village of
Chermaitre.***

e 18 April 2005: Over 100 Vassar students and workers gather for a panel titled “The Great
Untold: A Day in Tribute to Vassar’s Employees.” They speak in support of a living wage
for Vassar workers.*

e 20 April 2005: History Professor Emeritus at American University and Africana Studies
scholar Bernice Johnson Reagon give a talk titled “Lifting High Every Voice: Race and
Community in the American Experience.”*

e 16 September 2005: Vassar’s Tsunami Relief Task Force successfully raises $9,900, 83
percent of their total goal, to go towards building a school in Kirinda, Sri Lanka, which a
tsunami ravaged the previous December, leaving more than 4,000 Sri Lankan children
homeless and orphaned. The school is projected to open within the next month.*®’

e 23-30 September 2005: The Community Works Campaign raises over $10,000 in its first

week and donates $7,000 of that to the Red Cross, earmarked specifically for hurricane
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relief efforts. The College matches that contribution, donating an additional $7,000 to
Dillard College, an HBCU in New Orleans.*®

e 2 November 2005: Three organizations at Vassar—the Asian Students Association , the
South Asian Students Alliance, and the Global Relief Group—organize a candlelight
vigil for the more than 70,000 victims of a recent earthquake in Kashmir.**

e 9 November 2005: Over 115 students, faculty, administrators and others associated with
the College gather in the Retreat for an anti-racism rally held by Vassar’s Students Allied
for Equity and Justice.*”

® 15-16 November 2005: An exhibition on the Iraq War, titled “Eyes Wide Open: Beyond
Fear—Towards Hope” opens on the Alumnae Lawn. It is meant to highlight the human
cost of the war, and features the boots of deceased American soldiers in columns, next to
shoes meant to represent deceased Iraqi civilians.™"

2006
e March 2006: Dean of the College Judy Jackson approves the request made by the Black

student group, the African Violets to let them march in the processional at the 2006
Commencement.**?

e 5 April 2006: Students and faculty discuss the necessity and merits of an Ethnic Studies
department being introduced at Vassar, with the Ethnic Studies Coalition pushing for the
formation of such a department.**

e 23 April 2006: The Vassar Student Association passes a sexual assault resolution

supporting Counseling and Assistance in Response to Rape and Exploitative Sexual

Activity and Sexual Abuse and Violence Prevention.***
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1 May 2006: Vassar students, in tandem with Poughkeepsie immigration activists,

“organize a... march in support of the millions of undocumented workers in the United

States.””?

e September 2006: Vassar is voted among the top 100 schools for gay acceptance by
LGBTQ magazine The Advocate.**®

e 11 September 2006: Students observe the five year anniversary of 9/11 with a
commemoration at the Garden of Peace.*’

® 14 October 2006: The Vassar Board of Trustees “approve[s] the prohibition of direct
investment by the College in 22 companies that are either owned by the Sudanese
government or whose business activities perpetuate the genocide against the people of the
Darfur region.”®

e 17 November 2006: Vassar’s Hunger Action hosts the Peanut Butter Jam, where students
make peanut butter and jelly sandwiches to hand out to hungry community members and
attempt to raise awareness of the global hunger crisis, as well as problems locally. The
Peanut Butter Jam is held again in 2008.%

e 20 November 2006: Members of Vassar’s Movimiento Estudiantil Chicano/Chicana de

Aztlan (MECha) run a teach-in and march to show support for the people of Oaxaca,

Mexico, and solidarity with the Zapatista Army of National Liberation. It comes after the

deaths and disappearances of Mexican citizens by the military, and the goal of MECha is

to bring attention to an issue not covered extensively by United States mass media.*”
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2007

e 16 February 2007: The Miscellany News notes that since its establishment in 2002, the
Vassar Haiti Project has raised over $200,000 “towards educating children in
Chermaitre.”*"!

e 22 February 2007: Queer Vassar students establish The Vassar Quo, a “weekly blog
dedicated to political and cultural issues and events concerning the LGBTQ community
at Vassar and beyond.™"

e 22 February 2007: ACT OUT, Vassar’s queer student activist group, holds a silent vigil
“to support ACT OUT’s former president Curtis Peterson ’08, who is participating in the
2007 Soulforce Equality Ride.”**” The Soulforce Equality Ride is a bus tour young adults
take around the country trying to drum up support for LGBTQ issues and face
religion-based discrimination and violence against queer people.**

e 23-30 April 2007: During Vassar’s Sexual Assault Awareness program week, Vassar’s
Committee on College Life makes revisions to the College’s sexual assault policy,
broadening definitions of assault and stalking, and expanding victim protection.*®

e 30 April-1 May 2007: Vassar’s May Day Working Group organizes a number of
activities for International Workers’ Day. They put up a wall declaring “no human is
illegal” with the names of immigrants who died trying to come to the United States,
which Vassar students are encouraged to engage with and sign. Lydia Savage, Professor
at University of Maine, lectures on “the role of women in unions.” The following day,
students organize a march going from the College’s campus to the Family Partnership
Center in Poughkeepsie, where they chant and hold signs in favor of workers’ rights.**

e 1-2 November: Vassar’s Hunger Action hosts two events to bring attention to the hunger

crisis, and specifically how it is impacted by geography. They host “Geopardy” on 1
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November, and the following day organize a sleep-out along with other student groups
including Habitat for Humanity, Operation Donation, and Class Issues Alliance.*"’
2008:

e 31 March—5 April 2008: Vassar hosts the Prison Focus Week, bringing together “faculty
members, students, alumnae/i and formerly incarcerated people in an effort to raise
awareness of the problems with America’s penal system and reinforce understanding and
commitment to a diverse population.*®

e 24 April 2008: Jeffrey Sachs, advisor to the United Nations and international economist,
lectures on global poverty. His presence at the College is arranged by Operation
Donation.*”

e Summer 2008: Vassar’s Office of Disability and Support Services decides to adhere to the
guidelines of Universal Design, a system designed to create a more accessible and
barrier-free environment. They install more accessible sidewalks, accessible lifts,
magnetic “hold-opens” on doors, and accessible ramps.*'

® 6 October 2008: Vassar’s chapter of disability support and social awareness organization
Eye to Eye organizes a panel discussion titled “Breaking the Silence: What Students With
Disabilities Have Been Waiting to Tell You.”*!!

® 6 October 2008: Human rights activist and author John Prendergast gives a lecture titled

“What You Can Do to End the Genocide in Darfur.”*'?

e 11 October 2008: Vassar hosts a human rights symposium sponsored by the Alumnae/i

Association of Vassar College. The symposium is titled “In Small Places Close to Home:

Americans Struggle for Human Rights.”*"
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e 13 November 2008: Vassar adopts a policy allowing undocumented students to apply to
the College, promising that the applications of those students will be given the same
consideration as all other applications.*'*

e 24 November 2008: Vassar’s Office of Religious and Spiritual Life works with Hunger
Action Network of New York State to organize the sixth annual Hunger Awareness Fast,
taking place in the Rose Parlor. Its purpose is to draw attention to world hunger, as well
as local hunger. Students also can harvest food from the Poughkeepsie Farm Project to
help feed hungry Poughkeepsie residents.*'”

e 2(0-27 November 2008: Vassar’s Hunger Action arranges for students to “adopt” a family,
giving $35-40 to fund a full Thanksgiving dinner for a family in need.*'®

e 4 December 2008: The Vassar Haiti Project arranges a benefit dinner and open mic to
raise money for the world-wide effort to rebuild Haiti following the 27 August 2008
Hurricane Gustav.*!”

Port-au-Prince earthquake in Haiti on 12 January 2010, which killed over 200,000
people.*?

e 24 April 2010: The Vassar Haiti Project and the College Department of Music team up to
present a benefit concert titled “Harmony and Hope: A Musical Bridge to Haiti.”
Proceeds from the concert go towards rebuilding the Holy Trinity Music School in
Haiti.**

e 2 December 2010: Vassar students listen to a lecture by Dr. Philip Thiuri, former Vassar
professor and Professor of Geography at William Paterson University, on the desperate
need for literacy in Kenya. His lecture is sponsored by Vassar’s Operation Donation, and
its goal is to help improve “quality of life for indigent populations across the globe.”**

e 2 December 2010: The Miscellany News brings attention to Challah for Hunger, which on
a weekly basis bakes and sells challah bread. They give half of the proceeds to the
